Objective 
The modular library was set up to enable you to sharpen up your own interesting personal profile. You choose your subjects based on your professional objectives, interests and skills. 
Students do not only adapt their skills to personal requirements, they also extend their horizons by working with students from other disciplines. Some subjects give you an insight into other areas and new ways of seeing things. Others promote language skills and ways of thinking in group seminars and projects in the various disciplines. The connection to lecturers involved in research provides direct access to research ideas and the latest scientific knowledge. 

What is on offer 
The interdisciplinary subjects range which is open to students of all faculties is unique to Austrian Universities of Applied Science. This enables you to choose from a selection of over 100 teaching units in eight modules:

1. Scientific research 

2. Planning and organising

4. Self competence in your course and work 

5. Managing, leading and developing groups

Some modular library subjects are taught in English.
The average module workload is 9 ECTS-points (depending on which course) per semester.
